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Answer A

Rajaraja  destroyed the Chera navy at
Trivandrum and attacked Quilon. He then
conquered Madurai and captured the Pandyan
king. He also invaded Sri Lanka and annexed
its northern part to his empire. Hence
statement 2 is not correct.

The most famous of these was the
Brihadishwara temple at Tanjore which was
completed in 1010. The Chola rulers adopted
the practice of having inscriptions written on
the walls of these temples, giving a historical
narrative of their victories. That is why we
know a great deal more about the Cholas that
their predecessors. Hence statement 3 is
correct.

One of the most remarkable exploits in the
reign of Rajendra I was the march across
Kalinga to Bengal in which the Chola armies
crossed the river Ganga, and defeated two
local kings. This expedition, which was led by
a Chola general, took place in 1022 and
followed in reverse the same route which the
great conqueror Samudragupta had followed.
o To commemorate this occasion, Rajendra I
assumed the title of Gangaikondachola (‘the
Chola who conquered the Ganga’). He built a
new capital near the mouth of the Kaveri river
and called it Gangaikondacholapuram (‘the
city of the Chola who conquered the Ganga’).
Hence statement 1 is not correct.

Answer C

The Pandyas are first mentioned by
Megasthenes, who says that their kingdom
was celebrated for pearls. He also speaks of it
being ruled by a woman, which suggests some
matriarchal influence in Pandya society.
Hence statement 1 is correct.

The Pandya territory: Occupied the
southernmost and the south-eastern portion of
the Indian peninsula,and it roughly included
the modern districts of Tirunelveli, Ramnad,
and Madurai in Tamil Nadu, with its capital at
Madurai. Hence statement 2 is not correct.

The literature compiled in the Tamil
academies in the early centuries of the
Christian era and called the Sangam literature
refers to the Pandya rulers, but it does not
provide any coherent account. One or two
Pandya conquerors are mentioned. However,
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this literature shows clearly that the state was
wealthy and prosperous.
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3. AnswerD

Pushyabhutis or Vardhana dynasty of
Thanesar: An important ruling family to gain
prominence after the fall of the Gupta was the
Pushyabhutis who had their capital at
Thanesar (Thanesvara in Kurukshetra).

The dynasty became influential with the
accession of Prabhakara Vardhana, who was
able to defeat the Hunas and strengthen his
position in the regions of Punjab and Haryana.
Hence, statement 1 is not correct.

We have two valuable sources that throw
important light on the life and times of
Harshavardhana  (606—647). These are
Harshacarita written by his court poet
Banabhatta and Si-Yu-Ki, the travel account
of the Chinese Buddhist pilgrim Hsuan Tsang,
who visited India during AD 629-644. Hence,
statement 2 is not correct.

But he was defeated by Pulakesin II, the
Chalukya ruler, on the banks of river
Narmada. The river thus became the southern
boundary of his kingdom. The death of Harsha
in AD 647 was followed by a political
confusion that continued up to the eighth
century when the Gurjara Pratiharas, the
Rajput rulers, emerged as a big force in
northern India. Hence, statement 3 is not
correct.

4. Answer B

The Kalpa Sutra and the Kalakacharya-Katha,
the two very popular Jain texts were
repeatedly written and illustrated with
paintings.

Kalakacharya Katha tells the story of a great
Jain muni of the Shwetambar school called
Kalak. His sister and he joined the Jain
monastic order at an early age. He was
extremely knowledgeable and she was
extremely beautiful. Even though she was a
nun, she was abducted by the king of Ujjaini.
The story of Kalak Acharya Katha was added
as an appendix to the Kalpasutra, which tells
the story of the three types of special beings of
the Jain universe: the heroic Vasudeva, the
regal  Chakravarthy, and the wise
Tirthankaras.  Kalpasutra describes the
cosmogony of the Jain world.

centralized administrative system. The chief
source of information regarding
administration under the Mauryan Empire is
Chanakya’s work, Arthashastra.Megasthenes
also gives some information in his book
Indika.

Revenue in the Mauryan Empire was
collected on land, irrigation, shops, customs,
forests, ferries, mines,and pastures. License
fees were collected from artisans and fines
were charged in the law courts. The Mauryas
attached greater importance to assessment
than to storage and depositing. The samaharta
was the highest executive official in charge of
assessment and the sannidhata was the chief
custodian of the state treasury and storehouse.

Answer B

The teachings of Budhha form the core of
Buddhism. Buddhism did not recognize the
existence of God. Buddhism accepts the idea
of transmigration (samsara) but rejects the
idea of the eternal atman (soul).

Buddhism does believe in the theory of
rebirth. According to Buddhism rebirth is
governed by the cumulative results of the
karma of a particular life. Karma means
intentions that lead to actions of body, speech,
or mind.

Answer A

Chaityas were the places of worship and
congregation while viharas were the places of
residents of Buddhist monks. Hence both
statements 1 and 2 are not correct.

In western India, many Buddhist caves dating
back to the second century BCE onwards have
been excavated. The front of the chaitya hall
is dominated by the motif of a semi-circular
chaitya arch with an open front that has a
wooden facade and, in some cases, there is no
dominating chaitya arch window such as
found at Kondivite. In all the chaitya caves a
stupa at the back is common. Hence statement
3 is correct.

Satavahana Society:

The Chalcolithic age began in different parts
of India, after the Neolithic age. During this
people used metal (copper) for the first time.
Hence it is known as the stone copper age.
However, people were not aware of the art of
writing during this period and no specimens of
the pictographic script have been found. The
pictographic script belongs to the Indus Valley
Civilization. Hence statement 1 is not correct
and statement 3 is correct.

The Chalcolithic people had a better
knowledge of agriculture compared to the
Neolithic culture and thus cultivated far more
crops than the latter. In particular, they
cultivated barley, wheat, and lentil in western
India, and rice in southern and eastern India.
Their cereal food was supplemented by non-
vegetarian food. Hence statement 2 is correct.

Satavahanas became prominent in the Indian
political scene sometime in the middle of the
first century BC. Gautamiputra Satakarni (first
century AD) is considered to be the greatest of
the Satavahana rulers. He is credited with the
extension of Satavahana dominions by
defeating Nahapana, the Shaka ruler of
Western India. Simuka was the founder of the
Satavahana Dynasty. Hence, statement 3 is not
correct.

The Satavahanas originally seem to have
been a Deccan tribe. They however were so
brahmanized that they claimed to be
Brahmanas. Their most famous king,
Gautamiputra Satakarni, described himself as
a brahmana and claimed to have established
the four fold varna system which had fallen
into disorder. He boasted that he had put an
end to the intermixture between the people of
different social orders. He considered it their
primary duty to uphold the varna system i.e.
the fourfold division of social structure.
Hence, statement 2 is not correct.

Indigenous tribal people were increasing
acculturated by the Buddhist monks who w¢
induced by land grants to settle in weste
Deccan. It is suggested that traders too support
the Buddhist monks, for the earliest caves seg
to have been located on the trade routes.
Satavahanas kings were the first in Indian
history to make tax-free land grants to
Buddhists and Brahmanas to gain religious
merit. This practice became more prominent
in succeeding periods.

The
concept of non-violence and other similar
ideas of Asoka’s Dhamma are identical with
the teachings of Buddha. But he did not
equate Dhamma with Buddhist teachings.
Buddhism remained his personal belief. His
Dhamma signifies a general code of conduct.
Statement 2 is Correct- Among many
principles of Dhamma, Tolerance among all
religious sects is one of the important
principles of Dhamma.

Statement 1 is incorrect: The Mauryan Empire
was divided into four provinces with their
capitals at Taxila, Ujjain, Suvarnagiri and
Kalinga. The provincial governors were
mostly appointed from the members of the
royal family. They were responsible for the
maintenance of law and order and collection
of taxes for the empire.

Statement 2 is correct : According to the
account of a Roman Writer Pliny,
Chandragupta Maurya maintained 600,000
foot soldiers and 30,000 cavalry. In order to
meet the expenses of such a huge army, the
state controlled almost all the economic
activities in the realm. The state brought new
virgin land under cultivation which yielded
handsome income to the state in the form of
revenue collected from the newly settled
peasants.

However, a few Buddhist scholars
like Vasubandhu were supported by Gupta
kings. In western and southern India Jainism
flourished. The great Jain Council was held at
Valabhi during this period and the Jain Canon
of the Swetambras was written.

The Manusmriti
suggested early marriage for the girls. So, it
can be concluded that the position of women
had become miserable during the Gupta
period.

Statement 4 is incorrect: The Harappans are
said to have used plain or painted pottery. The
painted pottery were referred to as Red and
Black pottery which were painted with red
and had black designs mostly of geometrical
patterns, animals and birds. However, the use
of polychrome pottery is very rare in
Harappan civilization.

43. Answer B

Statement 1 is correct: Terracotta figures of
several female goddesses have been found
from the Harappan seals which indicate the
worship of Mother Goddess. Also, a plant
emerging from an embryo indicates that
Mother Earth was also worshipped. There has
been evidence of Phallus worship which later
developed into Hinduism as Shivlinga. Hence,
a number of symbols of Phallus and female
sex organs have been found which are made
of stone.

Statement 2 is correct: The people of
Harappan civilization wore amulets to ward
off any evil spirit. The Bronze statue of the
Dancing girl from Mohenjo-daro also carries
an amulet in her arms. The use of amulets for
warding off spirits also finds mention in the
Atharva Veda. Atharva Veda is one of the
four Vedas that deals with the cure of several
diseases. It also contains the details of several
rituals.

Statement 3 is incorrect: Animals like one
horned rhinoceros and the humped bull are
also worshipped by the Harappan people.
They believed in nature worship. Trees are
also depicted in the seals. In one of the seals, a
deity is depicted amidst the branches of a
Pipal tree.

It is divided into two
eras: the Lower Paleolithic (to 40,000 BC) and the
Upper Paleolithic (40,000-8000 BC). During the
Paleolithic period, man was a hunter and food
gatherer. The human being used to use simple
chipped and chopped stone tools for hunting and
other purposes. In India, the earliest paintings
have been reported from the Upper Palaeolithic
times. Hence, statement 1 is not correct.

The paintings of the Upper Palaeolithic phase are
linear representations, in green and dark red, of
huge animal figures, such as bison, elephants,
tigers, rhinos, and boars besides stick-like human
figures. A few are wash paintings but mostly they
are filled with geometric patterns. The green
paintings are of dancers and the red ones of
hunters. For example, the rock shelters on banks
of the River Suyal at Lakhudiyar, about twenty
kilometers on the Almora— Barechina road, bear
these prehistoric paintings. Lakhudiyar literally
means one lakh caves. The paintings here can be
divided into three categories: man, animal, and
geometric patterns in white, black, and red ochre.
Humans are represented in stick-like forms. A
long-snouted animal, a fox, and a multiple-legged
lizard are the main animal motifs. Wavy lines,
rectangle-filled geometric designs, and groups of
dots can also be seen here. Hence, statement 2 is
not correct.

During the Mesolithic period, the themes were
multiple but the paintings are smaller in size.
Hunting scenes predominate. The hunting scenes
depict people hunting in groups, armed with
barbed spears, pointed sticks, arrows and bows. In
some paintings, these primitive men are shown
with traps and snares probably to catch animals.
The hunters are shown wearing simple clothes and
ornaments. Sometimes, men have been adorned
with elaborate head-dresses, and sometimes
painted with masks also. Elephants, bison, tiger,
boar, deer, antelope, leopard, panther, rhinoceros,
fish, frog, lizard, squirrel, and at times birds are
also depicted.

Statement 1 is correct: The structure of the
society was undergoing a change in the Gupta
period and the caste system became rigid as
the supremacy of the Brahmanas was
increasing and they occupied the top ladder of
the society. They were getting large-scale land
grants not only from the rulers but from other
people also. The land was given along with
administrative rights and tax exemptions.
Thus, a new class of brahmana landlords was
created.

Statement 2 is correct: The position of
Shudras improved somewhat during the Gupta
period. They were allowed to listen to
religious  texts like Ramayana and
Mahabharata and the Puranas. They could also
perform some domestic rituals that were
earlier prohibited for them. In the seventh
century, Hsuan Tsang called Shudras as
agriculturists and the vaishyas as traders. Like
shudras, women were allowed to listen to
religious texts.

Statement 3 is not correct: The position of
women had also become miserable during the
Gupta period. The subjection of women to
men was thoroughly regularized. But it was
insisted that they should be protected and
generously treated by men. Women of higher-
order did not have access to independent
sources of livelihood in Gupta times. Women

During the rule of Ashoka, arrangements were
made for disposing of affairs of the people and
to receive regular reports about them.
Pativedakas were appointed to report about
the affairs of the people at all times to the
Ashoka.

In the 3rd century
B.C., Simukha, the founder of the Satavahana
dynasty, unified the various Andhra
principalities into one kingdom and became its
ruler (271 B.C. — 248 B.C.). Dharanikota near
Amaravati in Guntur district was the first
capital of Simukha, but later he shifted his
capital to Pratishtana (Paithan in Aurangabad
district).

Escaping into the forest remained an option,
as reflected in the Jataka story. Meanwhile,
other strategies aimed at increasing production
to meet the growing demand for taxes also
came to be adopted. One such strategy was the
shift to plough agriculture, which spread in
fertile alluvial river valleys such as those of
the Ganga and the Kaveri from c. sixth
century BCE.

The Neolithic settlers were the earliest
farming communities. They broke the ground
with stone hoes and digging sticks at the end
of which ring stones weighing one to half a
kilogram were fixed. The people of the
Neolithic Age cultivated ragi, horse gram,
cotton, rice, wheat, and barley and hence were
termed as food producers. Hence, statement 2
is correct.

They domesticated cattle, sheep, and goats.
For example, the Neolithic settlers in Piklihal
were cattle-herders. They set up seasonal
camps surrounded by Cowpens made with
posts and stakes. In these enclosures, they
accumulated dung. Then the entire camping
ground was put to fire and cleared for
camping the next session. But it is interesting
that in Burzahom, domestic dogs were buried
with their masters in their graves. Hence,
statement 3 is correct.

Bhakti and Sufi Traditions

Historians of religion often classify bhakti
traditions into two broad categories: Saguna
(with attributes) and Nirguna (without
attributes).

Saguna included traditions that focused on
the worship of specific deities such as Shiva,
Vishnu and his avatars (incarnations) and
forms of the goddess or Devi, all often
conceptualized in anthropomorphic forms. In
the Saguna aspect, God appears in a human
form making it easier for us to come closer.
There have been divine incarnations in every
age to show people the path to Nirguna God.
Nirguna bhakti, on the other hand, was
worship of an abstract form of god. God in
Nirguna form is in fact everywhere and in
everything, but this is not -easily
comprehensible or “appealing” to our human
intellect.

The ultimate goal of humans is to become
one in consciousness with the Nirguna form of
God. But the medium through which we can
reach this goal is the embodied form of God,
Saguna.

Akbar introduced a new land measurement
system (known as the zabti system) covering
from Lahore to Allahabad, including Malwa
and Gujarat. It was based on Sher Shah's land
revenue system with certain modifications.
Under the zabti system, the sown area was
measured by means of the bamboo attached
with iron rings. The zabti system, originally
associated with Raja Todar Mal, therefore
sometimes, it is called Todar Mal's Bandobast.
Hence statement 3 is correct.

The Dahsala system as instituted by Akbar,
the average produce of different crops as well
as the average prices prevailing over the last
ten years was calculated and one-third share
of the average produce was apportioned to the
state.

Sufis began to form communities around a
hospice, or khanqah (Persian), which was
overseen by a teaching master known as a
shaikh (Arabic), pir, or murshid (in Persian).
They enrolled murids (disciples) and
nominated successors (khalifa). Within the
khangqah, they also created norms for spiritual
conduct and interaction between inmates as
well as laymen and the masters. Hence
statement 2 is correct.

Some mystics started movements based on
Sufi ideas that became radicalized. Many
people rejected the khangah and chose
mendicancy and celibacy instead. They
shunned rites and practiced extreme
asceticism. Qalandars, Madaris, Malangs,
Haidaris, are some of such sufis. They were
sometimes known as be-shari'a Sufis because
of their purposeful disobedience of the shari'a,
as opposed to the ba-shari'a Sufis who
followed it. Hence statement 3 is not correct.

Statement 1 is correct. The Mughal copper
coin was adopted from Sher Shah’s dam
which weighed 320 to 330 grains. Sher Shah
Suri had introduced new copper coins called
“Dam”. He fixed a rate between the copper
and silver coins. The silver rupee was also an
adoption from Sher Shah’s currency and was
the most famous of all Mughal coins.
Statement 2 is correct. Sahansah was the
largest gold coin issued by Akbar. These coins
bore the names of the Persian solar months.
Akbar issued both round and square coins. In
1579, he issued gold coins called ‘Ilahi coins’
to propagate his new religious creed ‘Din-i-
Ilahi’. The value of an ilahi coin was equal to
10 rupees.

Statement 3 is incorrect. The most famous of
Jahangir’s (and not Shah Jahan) coins had
images of Zodiac signs. Jahangir showed the
legend in a couplet on the coins. In some of
his coins, he added the name of his beloved
wife Noorjahan.

Alauddin Hasan Bahman Shah was the
founder of the Bahmani Kingdom, he was a
descendent from the Persian ruling family of
Kakuyds of the Iranian dynasty of Bahmani
and Isfandar, leading right up to Bahman
Gaur.

Alauddin Hasan Bahman Shah selected
Gulbarga as his capital. He adorned the capital
with several fine buildings. Hence, statement
2 is not correct.

He put the administration of the country on a
sound basis by dividing it into four provinces
called tarafs, each under a governor. Hence,
statement 3 is correct.

Akbar introduced a number of social and
educational reforms. He stopped sati, the
burning of a widow, unless she herself, of her
own free will, persistently desired it. Widows
of tender age who had not shared the bed with
their husbands were not to be burnt at all. He
prohibited only the cases where women were
forced to perform sati. Hence, statement 1 is
not correct.

Widow Remarriage was also legalised. Akbar
was against anyone having more than one
wife unless the first wife was barren. The age
of marriage was raised to 14 for girls and 16
for boys. The sale of wines and spirits was
restricted.

The zamindars held extensive personal lands
termed milkiyat, meaning property. Milkiyat
lands were cultivated for the private use of
zamindars, often with the help of hired or
servile labour. The zamindars could sell,
bequeath or mortgage these lands at will.

In addition to owning the lands they
cultivated, the zamindars had the hereditary
right of collecting land revenue from a
number of villages. This was called his talluga
or his zamindari. For collecting the land
revenue, the zamindars received a share of the
land revenue which could go up to 25 per cent
in some areas. Hence, statement 1 is correct.
The zamindar was not the ‘owner’ of all the
lands comprising his zamindari. The peasants
who actually cultivated the land could not be
dispossessed as long as they paid the land
revenue. Thus, the zamindars and the peasants
had their own hereditary rights in land. Hence,
statement 2 is not correct.

Control over military resources was another
source of power for the zamindars. Most
zamindars had fortresses (qilachas) as well as
an armed contingent comprising units of
cavalry, artillery and infantry. Hence,
statement 3 is not correct.

Jizya or Jizyah is a per capita yearly taxation
historically levied in the form of financial
charge on permanent non-Muslim subjects
(dhimmi) of a state governed by Islamic law
in order to fund public expenditures of the
state, in place of the Zakat and Khums that
Muslims are obliged to pay. Hence statement
1 is correct.

This was paid on a graduated scale according
to means, women, children and the indigent
who had insufficient means being exempt
from it.

The brahamans also remained exempt, though
this was not provided for in the Muslim law.
This changed in the reign of Firoz Shah
Tughlaq where he levied that on brahamans
too. Hence statement 3 is correct.

At first, Jizyah was collected along with land
revenue. In fact it was difficult to distinguish
jizyah from land revenue since all the
cultivators were Hindu.

Later, Firoz Shah Tughlaq made Jizyah a
separate tax. Hence statement 2 is not correct.

Some of the earliest bhakti movements (c.
sixth century) were led by the Alvars
(literally, those who are “immersed” in
devotion to Vishnu) and Nayanars (literally,
leaders who were devotees of Shiva). They
looked upon religion not as a matter of cold,
formal worship but as a living bond based on
love between the god and the worshipper.
They traveled from place to place singing
hymns in Tamil in praise of their gods. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

Interestingly, one of the major themes in
Tamil bhakti hymns is the poets’ opposition to
Buddhism and Jainism. This is particularly
marked in the compositions of the Nayanars.
Historians have attempted to explain this
hostility by suggesting that it was due to
competition between members of other
religious traditions for royal patronage.
Hence, statement 2 is correct.

The bhakti movement not only won to the fold
of Hinduism many adherents of Buddhism and
Jainism, but they also won over many tribals.
Many of the tribals from hilly areas became
settled agriculturists in river valleys. These
were the areas often held by Brahmans who
introduced new agricultural techniques, or by
temples where tribal gods were assimilated as
supporters of Vishnu or Shiva. Hence,
statement 3 is not correct.

Statement 1 is Incorrect - This particular
reform was undertaken by Alauddin Khilji of
the Khilji dynasty. He wanted to fix the costs
of all commodities from cooking oil, needle,
food grains, sugar to costly imported horses,
cattle and slaves. This was to reduce prices so
that he could pay less to the soldiers and
hence maintain a larger army to counter the
Mongol threat. The market regulation came to
an end with his death. It is not clear if it
applied only over Delhi or all over India.
Statement 2 is Correct - Alauddin was the first
monarch in the sultanate to insist that in the
Doab, land revenue was to be based on area
under cultivation. This meant that rich and
powerful landlords could not pass the burden
of taxes over the poor and those with little
land. Writer Barani has given a detailed
account of the impact of this policy on the
Khuts and Mugaddams.

Statement 3 is Correct - Muhammad Bin
Tughlaq was the son of the founder of the
dynasty, Ghiyasuddin Tughlaq.

Statement 1 is incorrect: Bulban was himself
one of the turkish chiefs and had arrogated all
power to himself. He refused to entertain
important government posts for anyone who
did not belong to a noble family. This
virtually meant exclusion of even Indian
muslims from positions of power and
authority.

Statement 2 is correct: Although he wanted to
break the power of the chahalgani (the 40) and
didn’t like the non-turks, but to win the
public's confidence, he administered justice
with extreme impartiality. Not even the
highest in the land were spared if they
transgressed his authority.

Statement 3 is correct: He was not prepared to
share power with anyone, even though he
considered himself a champion of the Turkish
nobility. He excluded non-Turks from the
administration. He dissatisfied many by
basing his rule over a very narrow racial
group.

Statement 1 is correct: By the end of the 9th
century, the Abbasid Caliphate was in decline
and replaced by a series of states ruled by
Islamized Turks.

As the power of the
central government declined, provincial
governors started assuming independent status
and these new rulers assumed the title of
‘amir’ at first and of ‘sultan’ later on.

Statement 1 is correct: Alberuni belonged to
Khiva and presented before Mahmud of
Ghazni as a prisoner after he conquered
Khiva. He came to India with Mahmud and
was a profound scholar with command over
Persian and Arabic. He wrote Tahqiq -i- hind
in arabic where he described the social,
political and economic condition of India. He
also wrote Qanun-i-masudi, a book on
astronomy and Jawahir-fil-Jawahir, a book on
mineralogy.

Statement 2 is incorrect: His works were
meant to acquaint his Ghaznavid ruler with
Hinduism. He never visited any centres of
Brahmanic scholarship like Kannauj, Varanasi
and Kashmir, but had infonnants in the form
of Sanskrit scholars and educated merchants.

Sangama (c.1336-1485 CE), Saluva (c.1485-
1503 CE), Tuluva (c.1503-1570 CE) and
Aravidu (till the end of the 17th century).
Vijayanagara’s main rivals were the Sultans of
Madurai in the south and Bahmani Sultanate
in the north. Rama Raya was a minister of
Sada Siva Raya (¢.1542-1570 CE) - Last ruler
of Tuluva dynasty. Rama Raya tried to
balance the Deccan powers by playing one
against the other. His constantly changing
sides to improve his own position eventually
prompted the Sultanates to form an alliance.
The Deccan states (Bijapur, Ahmadnagar,
Golkonda and Bidar, except Berar) thus
formed a confederacy and inflicted a crushing
blow on the Vijayanagar armies at Bannihatti
in the battle of Talaikotta in ¢.1565 CE. This
battle is also known as Rakshasa Thangadi.
Rama Raya was imprisoned and executed and
the city of Vijayanagar was destroyed.
Statement 2 is Incorrect - Muskets, a superior
military technology, were used for the first
time by Portuguese and they were able to
expand their territory in India in the reign of
Vijayanagara Kingdom.

Statement 3 is correct. Foreign traveller
Abdur Razaqq noted that Vijayanagara
Kingdom fortified not only the city but also
the agricultural hinterland and forests for
protecting the agricultural belts.

Statement 1 is Incorrect : Sher Shah, even
though a pious Muslim, adopted a tolerant
attitude towards other religions. He employed
Hindus in important offices.

His last campaign was against Kalinjar
(Bundelkhand), in which he succeeded but
died from an accidental explosion of
gunpowder in c.1545 CE

Statement 2 is Correct : The system of tri-
metalism which came to characterise Mughal
coinage was largely the creation, not of the
Mughals but of Sher Shah Suri (1540 to 1545
AD), an Afghan, who ruled for a brief time in
Delhi. Sher Shah issued a coin of silver which
was termed the Rupiya. This weighed 178
grains and was the precursor of the modern
rupee.
