in 1992 passed the 73rd and 74th Constitution

five years at the municipality level, with a
mandatory quota for SCs and STs apart from
reserving one-third of seats for women.

was established. The Act also provides for the
creation of a Finance Commission to
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determine the sharing of taxes, duties, and
funds from the State Consolidated Fund.

e Lastly, the government passed the landmark
Panchayat Extension to Tribal Areas (PESA)
Act in 1996 to extend self-governance to
Scheduled and Tribal Areas of the country.

e Significantly, the Act reserves 50 percent of
local body seats for STs, while reserving the
office of chairperson solely for the ST
community. In short, these three legislations
have formed the key pillars of local self-
governance in India, forming the foundations
upon which today’s third-tier institutions rest.

It should be laid before each
House of Parliament for approval. Hence, only
option (c) is correct.

The expression ‘members of the armed
forces’ also covers such employees of the
armed forces as barbers, carpenters,
mechanics, cooks, chowkidars, bootmakers,
tailors who are non-combatants. Hence
statement 3 is not correct.
