Primary Production in the Benthos:

Reductions in light intensity could affect the
carbon balance of plants because the
carbohydrate demand increases while its
production decreases: rates of physiological
processes rise while the photosynthetic yield
reduces. When the light intensity is less than
the minimum, the plants cease to grow due to
the accumulation of CO2. Hence statement 1
is correct.

Frost results in freezing the soil moisture. The
plants are killed due to increased transpiration
when their roots cannot supply moisture.

REITS or Real Estate Investment Trust is a
company that owns, operates, or finances
income-producing real estate properties. They
pool money from the investors and invest it in
commercial real estate projects like
workspaces, malls, etc. Currently, REITs are
only permitted to engage in commercial real
estate,not residential real estate. Hence
statement 1 is correct.
In India too, REITs get a few key tax
exemptions that are not available to other
types of Real Estate companies:
Interest payments and dividends received by
a REIT from a Special Purpose Vehicle or
SPV are exempted from tax. In this context,
SPV is a domestic company in which at
least a 50% stake is held by the REIT. A
REIT can theoretically hold a 50% or higher
stake in multiple SPVs that own individual
Real Estate properties on behalf of the
REIT.
