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Answer D

Statement 1 is incorrect: In the Ring fence
Policy, the cost of creating a buffer zone to
defend the frontiers was not borne by the
company but by the ruler. For example, the
company undertook to organize the defense of
the frontiers of Awadh on the condition that
Nawab would pay the expenses of the army.
Statement 2 is correct: In the Subsidiary
alliance, the cost of maintaining within the
territory of the Indian ruler was borne by the
Indian ruler. But the Subsidiary alliance was
an extension of Ring fence policy. Here the
Ruler also had to agree to some additional
terms like the ruler could not employ any
European without the permission of the
company, the ruler could not initiate war with
any other Indian ruler without consulting the
Governor-General etc.

Statement 1 is incorrect: The Durand line was
demarcated between Afghan and British
territories but not according to the Treaty of
Gandamak with  Afghanistan.

The Treaty of Gandamak was signed on 26
May 1879 to officially end the first phase of
the Second Anglo-Afghan War.

Statement 2 is correct: Lytton did not adopt
the policy of non-interference in Afghanistan.
In fact he started a new policy of proud
reserve which was aimed at safeguarding the
sphere of influence. After the First Anglo-
Afghan war, John Lawrence (1864-69)
adopted the policy of masterly inactivity due
to loss suffered in the first Afghan war.

Nino da Cunha assumed office of the
governor of Portuguese interests in India in
November 1529 and almost one year later
shifted the headquarters of the Portuguese
government in India from Cochin to Goa. He
secured the island of Bassein with its
dependencies and revenues in 1534 from
Bahadur Shah of Gujarat, during his conflict
with the Mughal emperor Humayun. His
relation with Bahadur Shah became sour when
Humayun withdrew from Gujarat. It was also
in his tenure that the ruler of Gujarat was
brought on the Portuguese ship and killed in
1537. Da Cunha also attempted to increase
Portuguese influence in Bengal by settling
many Portuguese nationals there with
Hooghly as their headquarters.

4. Answer C

Statement 1 is correct : Bahadur Shah I
became the Mughal king after winning the
war of succession post the death of
Aurangzeb. He adopted a pacific policy with
the Marathas, the Rajputs and the Jats. Shahu,
the Maratha prince, was released from Mughal
captivity, and Rajput chiefs were confirmed in
their respective states.

Statement 2 is correct: After the death of
Mughal king Aurangzeb, due to weak Mughal
kings that came after him, the nobles Sayyid
brothers - Abdulla Khan and Hussain Ali,
started playing a great role to decide who will
become the mnext ruler.

e Statement 1 is correct: In 1741, Dupleix
became the Governor-General of Pondicherry.
He found Pondicherry facing several
problems:  Maratha  invasion, famine,
uncultivated land and chaotic conditions in the
Carnatic.

e Statement 2 is incorrect: Dupleix was the first
European to interfere in the internal politics of
the Indian rulers. He supported Muzzaffar
Jang for Hyderabad and Chanda Sahib for
Carnatic and his candidates emerged
successful and, in return, gave great
concessions to Dupleix.

e Dupleix was, in fact, the originator of the
practice of subsidiary alliance in India. He
placed a French army at Hyderabad at the
expense of the subahdar.

e The analysis of the first two Carnatic wars
proves the diplomacy of Dupleix as a leader
who visualized the path of the European
conquest of India.

e Statement 3 is incorrect: Dupleix planned a
campaign, directed his lieutenants, but never
led an army in the battlefield like Lawrence or
Clive. The French failed to capture
Trichnopoly (1752-53) because the schemes
thought out by Dupleix could not be turned
into action by his commanders.

6. Answer B

e Statement 1 is correct: The First battle of
Panipat marked the beginning of the Mughal
empire by ending the rule of Delhi sultanate.
It was fought between Babur and Ibrahim
Lodhi in 1526.

e Statement 2 is incorrect: The second battle of
Panipat was fought between Akbar and Hemu
in 1556. It decided in the favour of
continuation of the Mughal rule.

e Statement 3 is correct:The Peshwa entered
into a treaty with the Mughal emperor in 1752
A.D. By it the Mughal emperor gave the
Marathas the right to collect chauth and
sardeshmukhi from all over India and, in
return, the Marathas were obliged to help the
Emperor in times of need. Thus, the Marathas
involved themselves directly with the politics
at Delhi. Thus, the ambition of the Marathas
to gain influence in the North and, for that
purpose, their promise of support to the
Mughal emperor was also the cause behind
the third battle of Panipat.

e Statement 1 is correct: By the terms of the
settlement, the rajas and taluqdars were
recognised as zamindars. They were asked to
collect rent from the peasants and pay revenue
to the Company. The amount to be paid was
fixed permanently, that is, it was not to be
increased ever in future.

e It was felt that this would ensure a regular
flow of revenue into the Company’s coffers
and at the same time encourage the zamindars
to invest in improving the land.

e Since the revenue demand of the state would
not be increased, the zamindar would benefit
from increased production from the land.
Nurtured by the British, this class would also
be loyal to the Company.

building industry was crushed. Surat and
Malabar on the western coast and Bengal and
Masulipatnam on the eastern coast were
known for their ship-building industries.

The British ships contracted by the Company
were given a monopoly over trade routes,
while even the Indian merchant ships plying
along the coast were made to face heavy
duties.

Statement 2 is incorrect: It was in the second
half of the nineteenth century that most of the
modern machine-based industries started
coming up in India. A cotton textile mill in
India was established at Fort Glastor near in
1818. A cotton textile mill was set up in 1854
in Bombay by Cowasjee Nanabhoy and the
first jute mill came up in 1855 in Rishra
(Bengal). But most of the modern industries
were foreign-owned and controlled by British
managing agencies.

Statement 3 is correct: Indian traders,
moneylenders and bankers had amassed some
wealth as junior partners of English merchant
capitalists in India. Their role fitted in the
British scheme of colonial exploitation. The
Indian money lender provided loans to
hardpressed agriculturists and thus facilitated
the state collection of revenue. The Indian
trader carried imported British products to the
remotest corners and helped in the movement
of Indian agricultural products for exports.

Statement 1 is correct: The Peasant
participation was active only in some areas
affected by the 1857 rebellion, mainly those in
western Uttar Pradesh.

Statement 2 is correct: During the Revolt, the
peasants united with the local feudal leaders in
many places to fight against foreign rule. But
after the revolt, the plight of the peasants
worsened with the British Government's
decision to gain the support of the landed
classes while ignoring the peasants.

Statement 3 is correct: The Bengal Rent Act
of 1859 was the first legislative attempt at
defining the rights of tenants and protecting
them against frequent enhancement of rent
and arbitrary ejectment. The law applied to all
provinces included in the Bengal presidency.
But after the Revolt of 1857, the peasants
could not avail of the provisions of the Act
and rather has to pay additional cess on the
occupied land as the land was restored to the
talukdars and they were given revenue and
other powers.

Statement 1 is incorrect: Tilak set up his
Home Rule League in April 1916 and it was
restricted to Maharashtra (excluding Bombay
city), Karnataka, Central Provinces and Berar.
Annie Besant set up her league in September
1916 in Madras and covered the rest of India

loosely organized as compared to Tilak’s
League.

Tilak’s League had six branches while

Tilak’s League demands included swarajya,
formation of linguistic states and education in
the vernacular.

Statement 1 is correct: The National Council
of Education (NCE) was set up as part of the
swadeshi and boycott movement on August
15, 1906. It was set up to organize a system of
education literary, scientific and technical on
national lines and under national control.
Education was to be imparted through the
vernacular medium.

Statement 2 is correct:The National Council of
Education was the result of contemporary
controversies about education. In 1904, the
Indian Universities Act was passed, which
reconstituted the Calcutta University's Senate
and Syndicate by nominating more white
members into them to enable the government
to control its policies. The government
decided to disaffiliate many private Indian
Colleges, which had sprung up lately since
they were regarded as hotbeds of nationalist
agitation. Both measures were studied
attempts to denationalize education. The
measures stirred the nationalist movement for
alternative systems of education.

Statement 3 is incorrect: The National Council
of Education was set up to organize a system
of education literary, scientific and technical.
The NCE did not ignore technical education.
Its sister body, the Society for the Promotion
of Technical Education (SPTE), founded the
Bengal Technical Institute on 25 July 1906.
The NCE spawned most of the national
schools in Bengal, particularly in East Bengal,
imparting  scientific,  professional and
technical education to its students.

Statement 1 is incorrect. Failing to connect
with the masses was a drawback of the
Swarajists as they relied totally on newspaper
reporting to communicate with the public. The
Swarajists lacked a policy to coordinate their
militancy inside legislatures with the mass
struggle outside.

Statement 2 is correct. No-changers set up
National schools and colleges where students
were trained in a non-colonial ideological
framework. National education benefited the
urban lower middle classes and the rich
peasants only. Also, the lure of degrees and
jobs took the students to official schools and
colleges.

Statement 3 is incorrect. No-changers laid
emphasis on campaigning about the social
aspect of untouchability. At the same time,
they laid no emphasis on the economic
grievances of the landless and agricultural
labourers comprising mostly the untouchables.

The No-Changers
opened up ashrams where young men and
women worked among tribals and lower
castes, and popularized the use of charkha and
khadi. Popularisation of khadi was an uphill
task since it was costlier than the imported
cloth.

The basic
approach was to advance workers’ interests
while promoting industrial peace. This was
sought to be achieved by reducing strikes as
far as possible and by advocating compulsory
arbitration prior to striking before the
established conciliation machinery. Goodwill
was sought to be created between labour and
capital with mediation of ministries, while at
the same time efforts were made to improve
workers’ condition and secure wage increases
for them.

Statement 2 is correct. The ministries treated
militant trade union protests as law-and-order
problems, and acted as mediators as far as
possible. This approach was largely successful
but not so in Bombay. Also, leftist critics were
not satisfied by this approach. Generally, the
ministries took recourse to Section 144 and
arrested the leaders.

Association (HRA) was renamed in 1928 as
the Hindustan Socialist Republican
Association  (HSRA), a  revolutionary
organization that was set up in 1923.
Determined to overcome the Kakori setback,
the younger revolutionaries, inspired by
socialist ideas, set out to reorganize Hindustan
Republican Association at a historic meeting
in the ruins of Ferozshah Kotla in Delhi
(September 1928).

Statement 2 is correct. It aims to organize an
armed revolution to overthrow the colonial
government and establish in its place the
Federal Republic of United States of India
whose basic principle would be an adult
franchise.

Statement 3 is incorrect. Under the leadership
of Chandra Shekhar Azad, the name of HRA
was changed to Hindustan Socialist
Republican  Association (HSRA). The
participants included Bhagat Singh, Sukhdev,
Bhagwaticharan Vohra from Punjab and
Bejoy Kumar Sinha, Shiv Verma and Jaidev
Kapur from the United Provinces. The HSRA
decided to work under a collective leadership
and adopted socialism as its official goal.

Manifesto (1925) declared that the “HRA
stood for abolition of all systems which made
exploitation of man by man possible”. The
HRA’s main organ Revolutionary had
proposed nationalization of railways and other
means of transport and of heavy industries
such as ship building and steel. The HRA had
also decided to start labour and peasant
organizations and work for an “organized and
armed revolution”. During their last days (late
1920s), these revolutionaries had started
moving away from individual heroic action
and violence towards mass politics.

Satya Pal and Dr. Saifuddin Kitchlew were
arrested during the Rowlatt Satyagraha.
Rowlatt Satyagraha was launched on April 6th
1919. People would refrain from going to
work and hold meetings against the repressive
act. While the hartal was successful in Delhi,
Punjab and a few other places witnessed
violence. In the wake of the violence, the
hartal was suspended by Gandhi. The protests
were very intense in Punjab.

Pair 2 is correct. Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel and
a group of other devoted Gandhians, namely,
Narahari Parikh, Mohanlal Pandya and Ravi
Shankar Vyas, were the main personalities
associated with Kheda satyagraha. During
Kheda Satyagraha Gandhi asked the farmers
not to pay the taxes. Patel along with his
colleagues organized the tax revolt which the
different ethnic and caste communities of
Kheda supported.

Pair 3 is incorrect. Annie Besant was not
associated with the Ahmedabad Mill Strike
(1918). Gandhi used Satyagraha and hunger
strike for the first time during an industrial
dispute between the owners and workers of a
cotton mill in Ahmedabad. The Ahmedabad
Mill strike was successful and the workers
were granted the wage hike they wanted.

The Indian Councils
Act 1909 (not Montagu-Chelmsford of 1919),
commonly known as the Morley—Minto
Reforms provided for separate electorates for
Muslims. On the other hand, Montagu-
Chelmsford reforms extended the principle of
communal representation by providing
separate  electorates for Sikhs, Indian
Christians, Anglo-Indians and Europeans.
Statement 2 is correct. The Montagu-
Chelmsford reforms granted franchise to a
limited number of people on the basis of
property, tax or education. However, the
Centre legislature had no control over the
viceroy and his executive council.

Poona Pact

The background to the Poona Pact was the
Communal Award of August 1932, which,
among other things, reserved 71 seats in the
central legislature for the depressed classes.
Gandhi, who was opposed to the Communal
Award, saw it as a British attempt to split
Hindus, and began a fast unto death to have it
repealed.

The Poona Pact 1932 was an agreement
between B.R. Ambedkar and M.K. Gandhi on
the political representation of the Depressed
Classes. The Key Features of the Poona Pact
are: It reserved slightly over twice as many
seats (147) for the depressed classes in the
legislature than what had been allotted under
the Communal Award.

Election to these seats shall be by joint
electorates.

In every province out of the educational
grant, an adequate sum shall be ear-marked
for providing educational facilities to the
members of Depressed Classes.

Lord Macaulay’s Minute

The famous Lord Macaulay’s Minute settled
the row in favour of Anglicists and provided
that the limited government resources were to
be devoted to teaching of Western sciences
and literature through the medium of English
language alone.

Lord Macaulay held the view that “Indian
learning  was  inferior to  European
learning”which was true as far as physical and
social sciences in the contemporary stage were
concerned.

The government soon made English as the
medium of instruction in its schools and
colleges and opened a few English schools
and colleges instead of a large number of
elementary schools, thus neglecting mass
education.

The British planned to educate a small section
of upper and middle classes, thus creating a
class “Indian in blood and colour but English
in tastes, in opinions, in morals and in
intellect” who would act as interpreters
between the government and masses and
would enrich the vernaculars by which
knowledge of Western sciences and literature
would reach the masses. This was called the
‘downward filtration theory’.

Stagnation and Deterioration of Agriculture

e Overcrowding of agriculture, excessive land
revenue demand, growth of landlordism,
increasing indebtedness, and the growing
Impoverishment of the cultivators were few
reasons which led to stagnation and
deterioration of agriculture.

e Indian agriculture began to stagnate and even
deteriorate resulting in extremely low yields
per acre. Overcrowding of agriculture and an
increase in subinfeudation led to subdivision
and fragmentation of land into smallholdings
most of which could not maintain their
cultivators.

e The extreme poverty of the overwhelming
majority of peasants left them without any
resources with which to improve agriculture
by using better cattle and seeds, more manure
and fertilizers, and improved techniques of
production. Nor did the cultivator, rack-rented
by both the Government and the landlord,
have any incentive to do so.

e After all, the land he cultivated was rarely his
property and the bulk of the benefit which
agricultural improvements would bring was
likely to be reaped by the horde of absentee
landlords and money-lenders.

made it difficult to effect Improvements.

Ghadar means 'revolt' or rebellion. The
Ghadar party (started in 1913) was a
revolutionary group organized to overthrow
British rule in India. It was organized by
overseas Indian immigrants to Canada and the
USA. The party was organized around a
weekly newspaper The Ghadar which was
published from its headquarters, the Yugantar
Ashram in San Francisco. The founding
president of the Ghadar party was Sohan
Singh Bhakna and Lala Hardayal was a co-
founder of this party. Hence statements 1 and
2 are correct.

The leadership also included Bhagwan Singh,
Barkatullah, and Ram Chandra. The Ghadar
militants immediately began an extensive
propaganda campaign against British rule.
They toured extensively, visiting mills and
farms where most of the Punjabi immigrant
labour worked.

The first issue of Ghadar was published in
Urdu on 1st November 1913, the Gurumukhi
edition was started on 9th December.

The
new Thakore was interested only in pleasure,
and effective power fell into the hands of
Dewan Virawala, who did nothing to stop the
Thakore from frittering away the State’s
wealth, and finances reached such a pass that
the State began to sell monopolies for the sale
of matches, sugar, rice, and cinema licences to
individual merchants. This immediately
resulted in a rise in prices and enhanced the
discontent that had already emerged over the
Thakore’s easy-going life-style and his
disregard for popular participation in
government as reflected in the lapse of the
Pratinidhi Sabha as well as the increase in
taxes. The ground for struggle had been
prepared over several years of political work
by political groups in Rajkot and Kathiawad.

The first struggle emerged under the
leadership of Jethalal Joshi, a Gandhian
worker, who organized the 800 labourers of
the state-owned cotton mill into a labour
union and led a twentyone day strike in 1936
to secure better working conditions.

researchers from Tel Aviv University in Israel
reported that they had been able to pick up
distress noises made by plants. The
researchers said these plants had been making
very distinct, high-pitched sounds in the
ultrasonic range when faced with some kind
of stress, like when they were in need of
water. This was the first time that plants had
been caught making any kind of noise.

o Jagadish Chandra Bose (1858 — 1937) was
an Indian physicist and plant physiologist.

o He earned a B.Sc. from University College
London, which was connected with the
University of London in 1883, and a BA
(Natural Sciences Tripos) from the University
of Cambridge in 1884.

Contributions

In 1917, he established Bose Institute —
Asia’s first modern research center devoted to
interdisciplinary studies.

He discovered wireless communication and
was named Father of Radio Science by the
Institute of Electrical and Electronics
Engineering. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

He invented the crescograph, a device for
measuring the growth of plants. He for the
first time demonstrated that plants have
feelings. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

He was the first to demonstrate radio
communication with millimeter wavelengths,
which fall in the 30GHz to 300GHz spectrum.
Hence, statement 3 is correct.

69. Answer B

Post 1857, domination of the European branch
of army over the Indian branches was ensured.
The commissions of 1859 and 1879 insisted
on the principle of a one-third white army (as
against 14 per cent before 1857). Finally, the
proportion of Europeans to Indians was
carefully fixed at one to two in the Bengal
Army and two to five in the Madras and
Bombay armies.

Indian Councils Act, 1861

This act is known for having made notable
changes in the composition of the Governor
General’s council for executive & legislative
Purposes to bring efficiency to the functioning
of the administration in India. The important
provisions of the Act were as follows:

It provided for the establishment of new
legislative councils for Bengal, North-Western
Frontier Province (NWFP) and Punjab, which
were established in 1862, 1866 and 1897
respectively.

It also gave recognition to the 'portfolio’
system introduced by Lord Canning in 1859.
Hence, statement 1 is correct. (The Act
empowered the Governor-General to delegate
special tasks or portfolios to individual
members of the Executive council who dealt
with their own initiative with all except the
most important matters. This was the
beginning of the Portfolio system in India.)

It empowered the Viceroy to issue ordinances,
without concurrence of the legislative council,
during an emergency. The life of such an
ordinance was six months. Hence, statement 2
is correct.

It initiated the process of decentralization by
restoring the legislative powers to the Bombay
and Madras Presidencies. Hence, statement 3
is also correct.

The ryots of the Deccan region of western
India suffered heavy taxation under the
Ryotwari system. Here, the peasants found
themselves trapped in a vicious network with
the moneylender as the exploiter and the main
beneficiary.

No
peasant would cultivate their fields. The
barbers, washermen, and shoemakers would
not serve them.

The sharecroppers (also known as bhagadars)
were responsible for the cultivation of large
agricultural areas under the jotedars, who
handed over half of the crop after the harvest
to the jotedars.

The Lucknow pact marked an important step
towards the Hindu Muslim unity. The
immediate effect of the development at
Lucknow was tremendous: the unity between
the moderate nationalist and the militant
nationalist and between the national Congress
and the Muslim league aroused great political
enthusiasm in the country.

He
defeated and later killed Mubariz Khan in the
Battle of Shaker-Kheda (1724). Hence,
statement 2 is not correct.

He followed a tolerant policy towards the
Hindus, For example, a Hindu, Puran Chand,
was his Dewan. He consolidated his power by
establishing an orderly administration in the
Deccan on the basis of the Mughal pattern. He
also made an attempt to rid the revenue
system of its corruption. But after his death in
1748, Hyderabad fell prey to the same
disruptive forces as were operating at Delhi.

Vishnushastri Pandit was born in 1827 at
Badhava at Satara District. He worked as a
translator in the British government. He
became very active in the Widow Marriage
[Vidhava Vivah] Movement. On 28 January

widow remarriage. The institution (a society)
was known as Punar Vivahtojak Mandal or
Widow Remarriage Association.

The Tattwabodhini Sabha was a group started
in Calcutta on 6 October 1839 as a splinter
group of the Brahmo Samaj, reformers of
Hinduism and Indian Society. The founding
member  was Debendranath Tagore,
previously of the Brahmo Samaj, eldest son of
influential entrepreneur Dwarkanath Tagore,
and eventually father to renowned polymath
Rabindranath ~ Tagore. In 1859, the
Tattwabodhin Sabha was dissolved back into
the Brahmo Samaj by Debendranath Tagore.

Nowrozjee Furdoonjee and Dadabhai Naoroji
founded the Rahnumai Mazdayasnan Sabha
and did considerable efforts for the
purification of the Zoroastrian religion which
was being prejudiced by Hindu elements like
child marriages, polygamy, separate dining of
men and women, and the use of nirang for
sterilizing customs. In 1855 the Parsi Law
Association was organized at a public meeting
attended by 3,000 Parsis with Maneckji
Nusserwanji Petit, Furdoonjee, Sorobjee, and
Dadabhai Nauroji as founding members.

The party
was organized around a weekly newspaper
The Ghadar which was published from its
headquarters, the Yugantar Ashram in San
Francisco. The founding president of Ghadar
party was Sohan Singh Bhakna and Lala
Hardayal was a co-founder of this party.
Hence statement 1 is correct.

The leadership also included Bhagwan Singh,
Barkatullah and Ram Chandra. The Ghadar
militants immediately began an extensive
propaganda campaign against British rule.
They toured extensively, visiting mills and
farms where most of the Punjabi immigrant
labour worked. The Yugantar Ashram became
the home and headquarters and refuge of these
political workers.

The first issue of Ghadar was published in
Urdu on 1st November 1913, the Gurumukhi
edition was letter started on 9th December.
The newspaper carried the captions on the
masthead: ‘Angrezi Raj ka Dushman’ or ‘An
Enemy of British Rule.” On the front page of
each issue was a feature titled Angrezi Raj Ka
Kacha Chittha or ‘An Expose of British Rule.’
This expose consisted of 14 points
enumerating the harmful effect of the British
rule in India and lost two points dealt with
solutions. Hence statement 2 is not correct.

The first Burmese war was officially declared
on 24th February 1824. After an initial set-
back, the British forces drove the Burmese out
of Assam, Cachar, Manipur, and Arakan. The
British expeditionary forces by sea occupied
Rangoon in May 1824 and reached within 45
miles of the capital at Ava.

The famous Burmese General Maha Bandula
was killed in April 1825. But Burmese
resistance was tough and determined.
Especially effective was guerrilla warfare in
the jungles.

The Government of Burma agreed:

(1) to pay one crore rupees as war
compensation;

(2) ‘to cede its coastal provinces of Arakan
and Tenasserim;

(3) to abandon all claims to Assam, Cachar,
and Jaintia;

(4) to recognise Manipur as an independent
state;

(5) to negotiate a commercial treaty with
Britain. By this treaty, the British deprived
Burma of most of its coastline and acquired a
firm base in Burma for future expansion.
