Single transferable vote - Each member of the
electoral college is given only one ballot
paper. The voter, while casting his/ her vote,
is required to indicate his/her preferences by
marking I, 2, 3, 4, etc. against the names of
candidates. This means that the voter can
indicate as many preferences as there are
candidates in the fray. In the first phase, the
first preference votes are counted. In case, a
candidate secures the required quota in this
phase, he/she is declared elected. Otherwise,
the process of transfer of votes is set in
motion. The ballots of the candidate securing
the least number of first preference votes are
cancelled and his/ her second preference votes
are transferred to the first preference votes of
other candidates. This process continues till a
candidate secures the required quota. Hence
statement 1 is correct.

Introducing an open ballot system, instead of
a secret ballot system, for elections to the
Rajya Sabha.

Rayleigh Waves:

A state is 'Sovereign' where there resides
within itself a supreme and absolute power
acknowledging no superior. Sovereign power
is that which is absolute and uncontrolled.
Being sovereign means being the supreme
authority in its own sphere and having
complete political freedom. By declaring India
as a sovereign entity, the Preamble
emphasises that India is independent and free
to determine for herself without any external
interference. Hence statement 1 is correct.

A Sovereign must always exercise his
authority for the welfare of the people in the
spirit of 'Parens Patriae'. This spirit may be
attached from a combined reading of Articles
38, 39, and 39A of the Constitution. Thus, a
Sovereign is different from a paramount
authority, which is illegal authority and does
not derive authority from the people.

India's membership of the Commonwealth of
Nations and the United Nations does not
constitute a limitation on her sovereignty.
Hence statement 2 is correct.

Though our Constitution does not explicitly
specify where the sovereign authority lies but
by mentioning the source of our Constitution
as 'We, the people of India’' it states that the
ultimate sovereignty rests with the people of
India as a whole. Hence statement 3 is not
correct.

The other kind of surface wave is the
Rayleigh wave, named for John William
Strutt, Lord Rayleigh, who mathematically
predicted the existence of this kind of wave in
1885.

ART includes all fertility treatments in which
either eggs or embryos are handled. In
general, ART procedures involve surgically
removing eggs from a woman’s ovaries,
combining them with sperm in the laboratory,
and returning them to the woman’s body or
donating them to another woman. They do
NOT include treatments in which only sperm
are handled (i.e., intrauterine—or artificial—
insemination) or procedures in which a
woman takes medicine only to stimulate egg
production without the intention of having
eggs retrieved. Hence statement 1 is correct.
In-vitro fertilization (IVF) is one of the
techniques  considered under  assisted
reproductive  technology  (ART). Other
techniques include gamete intrafallopian
transfer (GIFT), and zygote intrafallopian
transfer (ZIFT).

The Supreme Court has struck down a
constitutional amendment entirely just once
— The Constitution (Ninety-ninth
Amendment) Act, 2014, which established the
National Judicial Appointments Commission
(NJAC), the body that would have been
responsible for the appointment and transfer
of judges, replacing the current Collegium
system.

In 2021, a three-judge Bench of the court
struck down a portion of The Constitution
(Ninety-seventh Amendment) Act, 2011, but
on procedural — not basic structure —
grounds.

In L Chandra Kumar judgment in 1997, the
top court struck down a portion of the 42nd
Amendment, which set up administrative
tribunals excluding judicial review by High
Courts which was held against the basic
structure.

In Kihoto Holohan case, the Supreme Court
upheld The Constitution (Fifty-second
Amendment) Act that introduced the Tenth
Schedule or the so-called “anti-defection law”
in the Constitution.

The only portion of the amendment that was
struck down was the one that stated that the
decisions of the Speaker relating to
disqualification cannot be judicially reviewed.
In Indira Gandhi vs Raj Narain the SC applied
the principle laid down in the Kesavananda
ruling for the first time in this case. It struck
down The  Constitution  (Thirty-ninth
Amendment) Act, 1975, which barred the
Supreme Court from hearing a challenge to
the election of President, Prime Minister,
Vice-President, and Speaker of Lok Sabha.
