The nomination papers are scrutinized on the
specified date by the Returning Officer in the
presence of the candidate and his proposer or
seconder and any one other person duly
authorized.

Any candidate may withdraw his candidature
by a notice in writing in a prescribed form
delivered to the Returning Officer within the
time specified.

Nyayalayas in the nation (as of 3 September

“Gram Nyayalayas™ at the local level to give
people immediate access to justice at a
reasonable price and to make sure that no one
was denied the chance to obtain justice
because of their social, economic, or other
disabilities.

e Gram Nyayalayas are typically established at
the headquarters of each intermediate-level
panchayat or a cluster of contiguous
panchayats in a district without an
intermediate-level panchayat.

e They are run by a Nyayadhikari, who has the
same authority, receives the same pay, and
receives the same benefits as a Judicial
Magistrate of First Class.

e The State Government must appoint such
Nyayadhikari after consulting with the
relevant High Court. It has authority over a
region that is listed in a notification issued by
the State Government after consulting with the
relevant High Court.

e After receiving extensive publicity in this
regard, the Court may conduct itself as a
mobile court at any location falling under the
purview of such Gram Nyayalaya.

Answer C

e After decades of struggles and half starts,
finally, the Congress-led coalition government
in 1992 passed the 73rd and 74th Constitution
(Amendments) to lay the legal and
constitutional foundation for genuine self-
governance in India.

The Act also provides for the
creation of a Finance Commission to
determine the sharing of taxes, duties, and
funds from the State Consolidated Fund.
